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This beautiful afghan is made from Red Heart Super Saver worsted weight yarn in 

royal and soft white, however, afghan can be made in any worsted weight yarn using 2 

contrasting colors.  It is made up of 20 crocheted squares with cross stitching.  These are 

joined together very simply with whip stitch and an outer border is crocheted around the 

edge. 

 

Afghan will measure approximately 40" X 51" when completed. 

 

Yarn:   

3 8 oz skeins Red Heart Super Saver – Soft White  (of this you will use approximately 20 

oz) 

3 8 oz skeins Red Heart Super Saver – Royal  

 

Crochet Hook:  I and J 

 

Gauge:  Basic Square as below measures 10 inches X 10 inches.   

 

Abbreviations:  sc = single crochet;  dc = double crochet; tr = treble crochet; st = stitch; 

ch = chain; ss = slip stitch 

 

Basic Square: 

Make 10 with colors A=Royal, B=white and 10 more reversing colors so that A=white 

and B=royal. 

With color A and hook J chain 29 loosely. 

Row 1:  starting with 2

nd

 chain from hook, work 28 sc  (29 stitches all together with 

chain counting as a single crochet). 

Row 2:  ch 1, turn, sc 1, (ch 1, skip one sc in row below and work one sc in next stitch) 

13 times, work one more sc in end ch. 

Row 3:  ch 2, turn, (sc in next chain space, ch 1) 13 times, sc in last ch. 

Row 4:  ch 1, turn, (sc in next chain space, ch 1) 13 times, sc in space, sc in last ch 

Row 5-24:  repeat rows 3 and 4 

Row 25:  ch 1, turn, 28 sc across alternating working in sc’s and in chain spaces. 

Switch to hook I for border. 

Row 26 (square border row): – add color B and ch 1, without turning (side facing you 

will become the right side) sc 26 down side of square (increasing one at end), 3 sc in 

corner, 26 sc across bottom, 3 sc in corner, 26 sc up side (increasing one at end), 3 sc in 

corner, 26 sc across top, 2 sc in corner, join to original chain 1. 

Row 27 (square border row):  * ch 3 (will be used as a dc), ch 1 more and skip one 

stitch, dc, (ch 2 and skip 2 stitches, dc) 7 times, ch 1 and skip one stitch, dc, ch 1 and skip 

one stitch, 3 dc in corner, ch 1 and skip one stitch;  repeat from * 3 times substituting a dc 

for first ch 3;  join to top chain of first ch 3, break off color B. 

Row 28 (square border row):    add color A, ch 1, sc in top of ch 3 (used as dc),  tr in 

first skipped sc from row 26 working tr BEHIND color B chain from row 27, sc in dc, (2 

tr in skipped stitches working behind chain, sc in dc) 7 times,  (tr in skipped stitch 

working behind chain, sc in dc) 2 times, 3 sc in corner dc, * sc, (1 tr in row below, sc in 
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dc) 2 times, (2 tr in row below, sc in dc) 7 times, (1 tr below, sc in dc) 2 times, 3 sc in 

corner;  repeat from * 2 more times, sc in dc, tr in row below, join and break off. 

 

Cross Stitch on each Square: 

Rather than cross stitch over single crochet stitches, the cross stitches here will be 

centered over ch 1 spaces.  When cross stitching use a double strand of contrasting color. 

 

The basic cross stitch pattern for the heart is as shown below in Figure A. 
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Figure A – cross stitch heart 

 

Since we are working over spaces rather than stitches here are some directions to help 

guide you in the placement of the pattern on your crocheted square. 

 

-- Find the bottom row of 13 ch1 spaces along bottom edge of square.   

-- Within this row of 13 spaces find the center ch1 space (7

th

 from either side).   

-- From this space count 2 ch 1 spaces up and this ch 1 space will be the CENTER of 

the cross stitch at the bottom tip of the heart.  Refer to figure B below.

Figure C shows the placement of the entire pattern from this starting point.  Always be 

sure when working cross stitch that all bottom stitches are worked in the same direction 

and all top stitches are worked in the same direction. 

 

Assembly: 

Whip stitch squares together through both loops of edge stitches alternating white and 

blue squares.  4 squares wide by 5 squares long. 

 

Outer Border: 

Round 1:  with right side facing, with Royal,  join and chain 1, work sc around afghan 

working 3 sc in each corner, 34 sc in each square side, join. 

Round 2:  ch 3 (counts as a dc), dc around working around back post of each sc (leaving 

a ridge on the right side) and 5 dc in each corner. Join. 

Round 3:  ch 1, sc around edge working one sc around post of each dc from the back 

(back post dc).  Join and break off. 

Hide ends.
